Last year, The Port Authority of NY & NJ awarded
the Tutor Perini Corporation a $178 million con-
tract to build permanent bracing for the structural

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- Wire sawing and core drilling operations were per-
formed during two daily shifts Mondagaturday.

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night shift was from 4:30 p.m. to 3:00 a.m. Three
to four equipment operators were assigned to the
day shift and two to three equipment operators
were assigned to the night shift, with each shift
managed by a job superintendent.

Two Plattner hicycle electric wire saws and up to
four Diamond Tech and WEKA core drills were used
per shift. Diamond wire was supplied by Diamond
Products, Cutting Edge Services, and Husqgvarna.
All areas within 20 ft. of equipment operations

were marked with red danger tape. Heavy canvas
tarps were used to protect surrounding areas from
accidental diamond wire breakage and from the
slurry spray.

At the start of each shift, the job superintendent
conducted a 15 minute planning meeting with the
other operators to review the tasks for the shift and
to lead a safety discussion. Also, all equipment
was checked for maintenance and safety criteria
prior to starting.

Tom Penza served as the day shift superintendent
and Dave Pappas served as the night shift supervi-
sor. Our equipment operators included Brandon
Bird, Scott Conaway, Skip Dell, Frank DiBrienza,
Charles Kassner, Arthur Swindell, Victor Veliz, and
Damon Winner. John Milcarek, Bill Furter, Bruce
DeFuria, Travis Furter, and Mike Schwartz worked
around the clock at our shop to provide needed
mechanical support. During this 58lay job, these
men put in over 2,200 total manhours to safely
complete the scope of work, both otime and as
ordered.

The opportunity to work at the WTC site and to be
part of the rebuilding effort is an honor and a privi-
lege. Atlantic Concrete Cutting Inc. and its employ-
ees are proud to play a part in this historical con-
struction. In years to come, these men will visit this
great site with their grandchildren and be able to
tell them that their sweat and work helped to re-
build it.
